Born in Tochigi Prefecture in 1972, where he continues to live and
work today, Tamura graduated from the University of Tsukuba in 1995.
His enigmatic practice centers around building absurd devices that
utilize electricity and industrial materials in impractical and
unproductive ways. The kinetic sculptures subvert the viewer’s
expectations by purposefully eschewing any specific meaning or
message, while displaying a keen sense of humor and irony.
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
